Filing Federal Taxes


Did you deploy before having an opportunity to file your taxes? Don’t worry, you have the following options:


File your tax return during this deployment.


Visit the legal office to obtain a Special Power of Attorney to authorize someone else to file your taxes on your behalf.


Take advantage of the IRS’s two-month automatic extension.


File and IRS Form 4868 to obtain a four-month extension. Please not that if you take advantage of an extension, you will be charged interest (beginning April 18), but no penalty, on any tax amount owed until you actually file your tax return and make payment.


To date, personnel deployed in support of Operation Unified Protector are not granted the 180-day filing extension applicable to contingency operations. If this changes, the Legal Office will publish new information. If you require help during your deployment, please contact the 313 AEW tax program manager, Tech. Sgt. Reflective Belt wear


Between dusk and dawn, all 313th AEW military personnel will wear reflective belts outside of any facility on the installation. Reflective belts will be worn with civilian clothes and uniforms, except the official Air Force PT uniform. Common sense and logic dictate when dusk becomes dark enough to impede vision.





Off-Base Travel


Prior to initial off base travel, members must have their NATO order validated (stamped) by the installation Security Forces Squadron (building 110, located by the Chapel). 


Each time members must Out-Process with PERSCO for Official / Personal off base travel.  PERSCO is located in building 1411, room 156A (located by the flightline).  


Member must have/accomplish the following before leaving the base:


Valid Military ID Card (check expiration date)


Valid driver’s license


Members must leave in pairs (one member has to be E-5 or above)


One person has a cell phone 


Complete PERSCO log and ensure your name is on the alpha roster


Receive Emergency Number card from PERSCO

Member must be able to return to the base in 3 hours 


Members must sign back in with PERSCO upon return to base

Aircraft and Airmen from more than 10 bases across the Air Force have united to form the 313th Air Expeditionary Wing here.





The wing formed in 72 hours after the start of Operation Odyssey Dawn, a mission to enforce a no-fly zone put in place to protect the civilian population of Libya.





The first unit to arrive was the 171st Air Refueling Wing, an Air National Guard unit from Pittsburgh, Pa. Since then, they have been joined by fellow guard and reserve units, with everyone mingling together.





“I’ve helped work on other units’ planes more than my own,” said Staff Sgt. Reed Mitchell, 171st ARW crew chief, “with recent deployments to [Southeast Asia], a lot of these crews are old friends.”





Sergeant Mitchell said that serving together with reservists and active-duty Airmen can lead to better working habits.





“The Guard has a certain way of doing things, and the active-duty Air Force has a certain way of doing things,” he said.





“They’re both within [regulations], so we combine our experiences and it works out.”





While the Pittsburgh Airmen were among the first here to stand up the 313th AEW, an Air Force Reserve unit from Seymour Johnson Air Force Base, N. C., was ready to receive them.





Hailing from the 916th Air Refueling Wing, the reservists were executing another mission here when Operation Odyssey Dawn kicked off.





“Our mission changed to get these guys in and bedded down,” said Master Sgt. William Buckley, 916th Aircraft Maintenance Squadron flight chief.





The North Carolina Airmen received the incoming aircraft and maintained them until the 313th AEW stood up. Now the 916th Airmen are combined into the expeditionary wing.





“You can’t tell us apart,” said Sergeant Buckley about the distinctions between the sections of the service. “We’re proud to be able to do any mission the Air Force needs us to do.”
